Mayor reported 2 instances of water pressure loss coming into town from Ida recently.  He is addressing the issue. 

 

Richards asked if residents are still allowed to take lawn waste to the City dump, as signs say no dumping allowed.  

There was an issue of people dumping furniture, etc. so a sign was posted.  Mayor will look into different signage.
